Introduction : 
 
 Indian constitution laid down the principal of social fraternity and national 

integrity for reconstruction of social life into a healthy development of all sections of 

peoples including marginalized and weaker individuals of the society. The objectives 

behind such socio-ethical-economic-political-educational and cultural homogeneity of 

classes is to strengthen the existing human resources and improve the general defects 

in social life in the form of discrimination, inequality and one-sided growth 

incongenial to democracy socialism, secularism, and the republic fabric of nation 

amidst controversies and diversities of religions, languages, customs ad castes. 

 Thus, law is deemed to assist the education and religion in building spirited, 

dynamic and healthy social habits to be secured by economic parity and political 

leadership governing in intelligent and numerous masses of people in a defined 

territory such as India in particular and beyond it such as world community in 

general. 

 It is convincingly argued that good thought directs individual to perform in 

good speech and good action also. In the same vein it can be presumed that a healthy, 

friendly and comprehensively discerning vision should cultivate such social and 

global foundation as will be free from number of evils, illnesses, disparities, 

inequalities, injustices and discrimination. Keeping this in mind it is asserted that Dr. 

Ambedkar’s Philosophy as the creative, dynamic and effective social vision can bring 

about notional and structural change in the attitudes and practices of agencies and 

general psychology and sociology to establish a strong unified nation-building and 

righteous world order if one and all thinking men and women in every quarter of 

society take it on its flight and lead them onto fortune of equality, liberty and 

fraternity. 

 In the contemporary situation there is a urgent need of evolving remedial value 

of Ambedkar’s philosophy ad application of the same to change the undesirable 

existing socio-economic-educational and political structures for better. The above 

theme of the seminar is proposed for undertaking an institutional project to organize a 

two-day National Seminar in the month of March 19th-20th, 2008. 



 
Report on Philosophy of Dr. Ambedkar and Social Change is given in brief as 

under : 

 Last 19th-20th March 2008 a two-day National Seminar was invoked in the 

Institute on the above topic inaugurated by the DAVV Vice Chancellor Dr. Bhagirath 

Prasad and concluded at valedictory session by Dr. (Mrs.) Palta MacGilligan of Barli 

NGO from Indore. About hundred research abstracts and papers were presented in the 

four technical sessions conducted by respective chairmen, namely Prof. Yadav, Delhi; 

Dr. K.C. Parmar, Gujrat; Prof. Baeen, Gulbarga (Karnataka), and Prof. Bandiste, 

Indore; Dr. Jiwane,Nagpur (Maharashtra) and Prof. Anil Gajbhiye; Prof. L.R. Tarodi 

from Kolhapur and others on various themes related to the above main topic. 

Delegates and participants from various states and regions actively discussed, and 

deliberated and practical suggestions were given for implementations by the agencies 

concerned. One of the most important suggestions were to introduce Dr. Ambedkar 

studies in lower and higher level of educational institutions, colleges, and universities 

and for bringing about social change congenial to needs and time of the situation and 

political participation of Dalits and Buddhist population according to their share in 

demography should be drawn and enforced in all states throughout India and 

particularly in Maharashtra without laxity, error and loopholes. 

 M.Phil. and Ph.D. scholars of the Institute also read their papers and 

highlighted on the current issues. Members of seminar teams who efficiently and 

devotedly put in their efforts for the success of the seminar namely Shri Prasad 

Bhanpurkar, Shri Arvind Sakalley, Mess workers, and other were given 

encouragement certificate and prize of Rs. 500/- each for their special contributions. 

 Completed report of the seminar is in the process and all important papers of 

the seminar will be published in a book form in due time.

In the inaugural session Dr. Bhagirath Prasad, Vice Chancellor, D.A.V.V., 

Indore was the Chief Guest and Shri S.K. Das, Director General, BANISS, chaired it 

while Prof. C.D. Naik conducted the proceedings and expressed the vote of thanks.  

 
On 20th March, 2008 in the Valedictory Session Prof. Janak Palta Mcgilligan, 

Director, Barli Development Institute for Rural Women, Indore was the Chief Guest, 

who delivering his address, said that "Dr. Ambedkar’s name and fame is spread in 

India and abroad and I was witness to the followers of Dr. Ambedkar raising voice in 

the name of their savior during my last visit to European countries ". Shri S.K. Das, 

Director General, BANISS, chaired the session and Prof. C.D. Naik expressed his 

gratitude for contributions and concluded the seminar.

Recommendations: 
 

1. Education of Dr. Ambedkar Thought should be made compulsory from 5th to 

12th standards in schools and olleges in India. 

2. The Seminar Assembly recommended that land reform should be made 

compulsory, spread of education and establishment of social democracy and 

emphasis of equality underlined in Buddhism are other aspects, which should 

be stressed by the implementing agencies. 

3. The Government should take immediate and necessary action to put an end to 

the untouchability and caste discrimination, and take immediate and 

appropriate action in providing justice to the women of the SCs and STs.  

4. The Government should come forward to assist the SCs and STs farmers to get 

loan from national, co-cooperative and rural banks at 4% interest in order to 

prevent them from becoming loan victims from the hands of the private money 

lenders.   

5. The Government is urged to grant financial help to the educational institutions 

started by the SCs and STs people immediately.  

6. Reservation in private sector should be made legal in the light of privatization, 

liberalization and globalization. 

7. The scholarship amount sanctioned to the SCs and STs students should be 

increased and linked to increase in the living standards and commodities.

6. Dr. Ambedkar laid down 22 oaths, which must be adhered to by the 

practitioners. 

7. There should be separate marriage Code and Act for the Buddhist minority.  

8. Dr. Ambedkar’s religious writings should be read and spread among masses.  

9. Buddhist problems should be analysed and solved by modern means.  

10. Government should recognized weaker social and economic status of 

Buddhists and increase their representation in political, social and economic 

spheres accordingly as Government of Mahrashtra vouchsafed.  

11.  However other states should not repeat the error committed by Maharashtra 

Government by not giving the participation of Buddhists in Lok Sabha and 

Vidhan Sabha and Panchayats in proportion to their population(6% or 

59,40,338) by neglecting their number while enumerating SC population(10% 

or 98,81,656) of the State (9,68,78,727) as per 2001 census.
